Crucified with Christ
Galatians 1:6, 2:17-20; Romans 6:5-6; Colossians 2:12, 3:3;
Philippians 3:7-8; Luke 9:23
The Big Idea
The Christian life is not about becoming a better version of yourself—it is
about dying to the old self and living from a new identity in Christ.

The Gospel Confronts Our Preference
We naturally prefer a version of Christianity that allows us to stay in control.
But the Gospel calls us not to improvement, but to surrender.

The Foundation: Union with Christ

“I have been crucified with Christ” is not symbolic language—it is spiritual
reality. We are united with Him in His death—and therefore freed from sin’s
power.

The Death of the Old Self
The “old self” includes pride, self-reliance, and identity apart from God.
This self is not improved—it is crucified.

Why Death Is Necessary
We don’t just need change—we need new life. And new life only comes
through death and resurrection.

A Personal Reality
Paul says, “I have been crucified.”
This is not abstract truth—it is personal transformation.

Where We Struggle
We often want Jesus and control at the same time, but divided living leads to
exhaustion.

Living It Out This Week

When you fail: Remember—you are not your failure.
When you succeed: Your worth is not performance-based.
In relationships: Choose humility over pride.

In anxiety: Release control and trust Christ.

In growth: Focus on abiding, not striving.

Discussion Questions

1. Where do you see yourself drifting toward a “self-improvement” version of
Christianity rather than a “death and new life” understanding?

2. What part of your “old self” do you find hardest to surrender? Why do you think
you are holding onto it?

3. How would your daily life change if you truly lived as though your old self was
crucified with Christ?
