God’s Plan for Success in the New Year

1. True Success Begins With God’s Word
e (God defines success as living according to His truth (Joshua 1:8).
e Alife rooted in Scripture produces stability and fruit (Psalm 1:1-3).
e God’s Word provides direction, wisdom, and spiritual nourishment.
2. Success Requires Trusting God, Not Ourselves
e We are called to trust God wholeheartedly, not lean on our own
understanding (Proverbs 3:5-6).
e Apart from Christ, we can do nothing of eternal value (John 15:5).
e Dependence on God leads to straight paths and lasting fruit.
3. God Measures Success by Faithfulness, Not Flashiness
e God values obedience and stewardship over recognition
(1 Corinthians 4:2).
e Faithfulness in small things has eternal significance (Galatians 6:9).
e Success is showing up consistently and trusting God with the results.
4. Successful Living Displays Christlike Character
e God calls His people to walk humbly, love kindness, and do justice
(Micah 6:8).
o Believers are the light of the world, called to reflect Christ daily
(Matthew 5:14-16).
e Our conduct often speaks louder than our words.
5. Perseverance Through Trials Is Part of Godly Success
e Trials develop spiritual maturity and steadfast faith (James 1:2—4).
e God uses hardship to shape us and strengthen our trust in Him
(Romans 8:28).
e Difficulty does not mean failure—it often signals growth.
6. Eternal Perspective Shapes a Successful Life
e Earthly treasures fade, but heavenly treasures endure
(Matthew 6:19-20).
e Setting our minds on eternal things transforms our priorities
(Colossians 3:2).
e True success leaves an eternal legacy for God’s glory.
