Introduction to the Beatitudes

Introductory Scripture References:
John 16:22, Psalm 68:35; 72:18; 119:12;
1 Timothy 1:11, John 3:17

Jesus set the standard for living righteously with His
Beatitudes. Righteousness is what sets us apart as Christians.
(Matthew 5:20; Titus 1:16)

Do we have a hunger and thirst for what is right? We are to seek
to obey, and we are to love our brother and hate the evil in the world.
(Romans 7; James 2:26; John 8:31)

Do you have a testimony that is consistent with Godly virtues?
As a Christian, your life and testimony will be decisively different from
the world’s standards. (Matthew 5:13-14)

Do you have the right words, the right worship, and the right
relationships? When we come to Christ with a broken and contrite
heart, He changes us immediately and gives us a new heart. We
become the salt of the earth and the light of the world. (Matthew
6:1-18, 6:31-34, 7:13)

What are the standards of righteousness? It is applying the
teachings of the Beatitudes fully in our lives, in the way we think and
act, so that we can grow in our sanctification and become more and
more like Christ, shining His light in everything we do and say.
(Galatians 6:3-8)

he teaching? Why did He start teaching?

What is the theme of Matthew 5:3-127
What does the word "blessed" mean?

What does the world think will make a person happy? Does it? As a
believer, what makes you happy?
